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Learning to Manage Conflict  
 

I was invited to observe the Axis of Hope interactive 
student workshop sponsored by Evergreen Country 
Day School. Axis of Hope is a non-profit organization, 

based at Boston University, dedicated to improving the teaching and  
practice of international conflict analysis, management and prevention in 
public and independent middle schools and high schools across the United 
States, and around the world. 
 
What I witnessed was powerful, challenging and moving. I was not only cap-
tivated by the subject matter, ‘understanding the process of Peace through 
Conflict Negotiation’, or touched by the global ramifications of the concept, 
but I was awed by the brilliance of the middle school kids from 10 different schools who actively 
engaged in role-play scenarios of the Middle Eastern conflicts between Palestine and  
Israel; the topic was Whose Jerusalem?  The kids experienced hands-on teaching and learning 
tools integrating the study of intergroup conflict and the development of important conflict  
prevention skills.  
 
So, why am I writing about a school program? As I watched these kids work together,  
communicate and compromise while in their Middle Eastern roles, and also learning about body 
language, importance of good grammar, eye contact, and appropriate voice quality – my  
imagination started to wonder about the possibilities of this program. ‘What If’  … questions  
began to fill my thoughts? 
 
‘What If’  it was possible that all future generations of children were taught Educational Civil  
Disobedience – expressing beliefs in a diplomatic way and accepting differences by learning rules 
and processes of negotiation? What if this program was accepted and taught internationally – 
globally? Would we be better equipped to deal with complicated issues in all aspects of our lives? 
 
 I was no longer thinking in terms of the Middle East, I was thinking in terms of human relations 
and negotiations in America in our day to day lives; marriage, business, religion, politics.  Dr. 
Martin Luther King, Jr. said, “Our loyalties must transcend our race, our tribe, our class and our 
nation; and this means we must develop a world perspective.”  If our youth were given the tools to 
learn about conflict negotiation and they passed their knowledge to their children, generation af-
ter generation, would this eventually lead to better acceptance of our differences? Many  
cultures, including our own are compromised due to prejudice, ignorance, closed-mindedness and 
even brainwashing; these behaviors are ‘taught’ as a means of control. 
 
Carl Hobert, the founder and Executive Director of Axis of Hope, has hope that each group, each 
person, each child his organization is able to work with will come one step closer -- in training the 
next generation for peace. Conflict resolution can be taught in ways that enlivens the imagination, 
awakens moral reasoning, and imparts social and civic skills that can be used throughout a  
lifetime.  
 
This is the ‘Hope’ and optimism that I walked away with from my day at ‘school’.

CACI Capitol Report: Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund Nears Insolvency       
In a page-one story, The Denver Post spotlighted what employers have known was coming: higher Unemployment  
Insurance (UI) taxes to replenish Colorado’s UI Trust Fund and to repay loans from the Federal Government that 
are needed to keep the state Fund solvent and paying UI benefits to unemployed workers.

CACI and other business organizations are discussing with the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment  
details of how and when UI taxes would be increased to replenish the state Fund and to repay the Federal  
Government.  Loren Furman, CACI Vice President of Governmental Affairs, and other business organization  
representatives met with Ed Sealover of The Denver Business Journal to discuss the business perspective on the  
crisis surrounding the state Fund:

House Finance Committee Member Warns: “As Business Goes, so Goes the State”  
The ranking Republican member of the House Finance Committee, Representative Cheri Gerou of Evergreen, told 
the CACI Tax Council that efforts by the General Assembly to eliminate or suspend various tax incentives will harm  
businesses, particularly small businesses, and thus hamper the state’s economic recovery.  “When you help business, 
you help everybody,” Gerou said, because increased tax revenues are thus available to state government for various 
programs.    Gerou, an architect, said that the following tax incentives put forth by Governor Bill Ritter last  
November as a part of his proposed 2010-2011 budget are of “particular concern” to her: 
1. Extending the state sales tax to the use of energy by businesses, which is projected to force businesses to pay $48  
         million? 
2. Capping the enterprise zone investment tax credit at $250,000, which is estimated to cost companies $8.9  
        million. 
3.    Applying the sales tax for online purchases by vendors using “affiliates” within Colorado that advertise or solicit      

customers for the vendors, which would raise $5 million.  
 
Bills concerning the tax matters must originate in the House according to the Colorado Constitution,  and the House  
Finance Committee will likely be the committee where the tax-incentive bills will first be heard.  Representative Joel 
Judd (D-Denver), who chairs the House Finance Committee, has publicly said that he wants to eliminate all  
business tax incentives. 
 
Gerou also discussed with CACI Tax Council members various other tax incentives that either the Governor  
proposed for suspension or elimination, such as the exclusion of certain computer software from the sales tax, or 
that legislators such as Representative Judd have said they want to terminate.  She also discussed the work of two  
legislative interim committees on which she served: one dealing with Pinnacol Assurance and the other dealing with 
the long-term fiscal stability of Colorado.  In May, Gerou will become a member of the Joint Budget Committee .

Jefferson Economic Council: Colorado State Budget and 2010 Legislation  
2010 will be another extremely challenging year as our legislature continues to face declining revenues, 
and greater demands on social services.  The 2009- 2010 fiscal year, which ends in June was difficult, 
however approximately $800 million in ARRA federal stimulus funding was available to assist the legi s-
lature in balancing the budget.  For the 2010-11 fiscal year, only $295 million in stimulus funding will be 
available in the face of an overall projected shortfall of about $1.5 billion, therefore, the legislature will 
be cutting expenditures, and looking everywhere for revenue.  The easier work is over, and now the most 
difficult work begins.  
 
The governor is calling for shared sacrifice.  Here is a link to his presentation: PowerPoint presenta-
tion .  Our mission as an economic development organization should be to let the governor and legisla-
ture know that we understand the need for shared sacrifice, however economic growth is the reason the 
state has tax revenues, and anything the legislature does to harm businesses will likely have negative re-
percussions as businesses may not expand, may lay-off personnel, and may close or relocate their offices 
to another state.  Although the legislature is not yet in session, we expect a number of bills that will sus-
pend tax credits and exemptions.  The governor is proposing to temporarily suspend a total of thirteen 
credits and exemptions, as can be seen by clicking on the prior link and going to page 14.  Some of them 
are very important to businesses in general and primary employers in particular.   You are encouraged to 
review the report and contact Preston Gibson with your concerns, pgibson@jeffco.org.

Short Term Vacation Rentals 

 As many of you are aware, on January 4th, 2010 the Jefferson County Commissioners voted 
 2 – 1 to not approve a regulation amendment that would allow a home owner to rent their 
home for less than 30 days.  The proposed regulation amendment would have allowed a  
property owner to seek approval of a short-term rental from the Board of Adjustment on an 
annual basis.  Only the unincorporated areas of the County would have been affected. 
 
There has been an ongoing issue with property owners who rent their homes on a short-term 
basis (30 days or less) and the impact these rental ‘turnovers’ have on the residents of 
‘residentially zoned’ neighborhoods; as well as the effect they have on commercial businesses 
that rely on short -term vacation stays as their primary business within the Lodging industry.  
 
It is understandable how the economy has affected property owners, who have purchased 
homes to be used as Rental Properties, to seek any form of rentals, but the current zoning 
regulations of Jefferson County do not allow short-term rentals and they will now be enforcing 
the regulations stringently. The complaints on short -term rentals filed with 
the county have included excessive numbers of people staying at one prop-
erty, creating parking issues and violating noise ordinances. 
 
The Commissioners sited that their decision was based on adhering to cur-
rent zoning regulations, protecting property values, and protecting mountain 
community residents from lodging commercialization within their neighbor-
hoods.
