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President’s Perspective 

Bad for Business?  
 

Small business is the economic driver of our country. All of the businesses lo-
cated in the Evergreen area are classified as small business, with the exception 
of a few national chains. The average size member business in the Evergreen 
chamber is 1 – 3 employees. 
 
The Evergreen Area Chamber of Commerce feels a responsibility to alert our  
business owners of the importance of being educated about legislative  
ramifications that could affect all small business, including their own. We have  
already seen a few bills that have impacted the cost of doing business. Each 
month we have a Public Affairs section in our newsletter that will address many 
of these initiatives and will alert you to take action.  
 
For the last few years, small business has been targeted through initiatives and bills at the legislature 
that are drafted to appeal to the public, as tax saving measures that sound very appealing until you 
read the fine print. Unfortunately, many of these bills are at the expense of small business, not only 
effecting small business, but also schools, transportation infrastructure, and other critical instit utions 
in our State –all that are important to our state’s economy.  
 
I encourage you to take the time to familiarize yourself with legislative issues, preferably, before a 
“bad for business” bill gets through the legislative session and is placed on the ballot.  Once a bill is 
approved and goes to the public for a vote, then the challenge really begins -- the general public’s 
 concern is for their personal interests and savings, and unless they are business owners, they will not 
take the time to read between the lines or understand the detrimental impact on small business. 
 
Please review Amendment 60, 61 and 
Proposition 101.
