The late Ralph Collins (Mountains Taxi) and Evergreen Limo have filed complaints with the
Public Utilities Commission and upon the PUC investigation have been notified that many

of these companies are operatingillegally . This is to say that according to PUC records
some of these companies arenot listed with the Secretary of State or the PUC and as such do
not have the proper authority, background checks on their drivers and or insurance man-
dated by all governing bodies to operate within Colorado in this type of industry.

We would like to encourage all of our mountain area residents to always
check the credentials of any company they choose to do business with in
any industry. This is vitally important in the limousine and transporta-

tion industry because you are literally placing the safety and well being of
yourselves, your family, friends and co-workers in their vehicles.

Simple business insurance on a vehicledoes not provide coverage for any

vehicles (or their passengers) when said vehicle is used in the transportation of passengers
for hire! Any business operating in the transportation industry is required to carry $1 to $1.5
million in liability insurance on each vehicle.

On top of the insurance requirements, we are also required to do 2 to 3 different background
checks on all drivers. One of these required checks is an FBI lifetime background check com-
plete with fingerprinting. These strict guidelines are designed to protect and assure the

safety of the public we transport in our cars.

Simply stated, if these illegal companies had to jump through all of the hoops and pay the
huge premiums and fees associated with this type of coverage and guidelines, they simply
could not provide transportation at such cheap prices.

So PLEASE, BE SAFE require PUC authority numbers and insurance info on anyone you are
considering hiring to transport you to holiday functions and area airports.
